A Heart Approach is Different

Many parents use a simple behavior modification approach to raise

their children. “If you get your ho
and play.” “If you c¢clean your r oom,
Unfortunately children trained this
it for me?” mentality. “If | don''t
I obey?”

God is concerned with more than behavior. He's interested in the
heart. The heart contains motivations, emotions, convictions, and
values. A heart -based approach to parenting looks deeper. Parents
still require children to finish their homework and clean up their
rooms but the way they give the instructions is different.

Instead of just getting things done, parents look for long -term
change in their kids. Sometimes children aren't ready to change on
a heart level and parents must work to address the heart. That may
mean more relationship to open the heart or it may involve more
boundaries to show kids that the way they're living just isn't going
to work.

A heart -based approach shares values and reasons behind rules. It
requires more dialogue, helping children understand how their
hearts are resistant and need to develop cooperation
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
